2. v12 -Christ INDEED has been raised from the dead... why must it be...HOW and WHY HE COURD SAY SO IS REASONED...The essence of this gospel is that Christ has been raised from the dead...v.28-God will be all in all...v.29-34-Common sense knowledge

3. What Christ's resurrection mean to us: v.35-57...The hope to bear the likeness of the second Adam is a sure thing. 

1 Cor. 15:1-11.

The gospel which Paul preached.

You ARE saved..hold firmly...the gospel is the salvation...
1. he received it..passed on to them...as of first importance= God's truth which is revealed to men=given=received

2. Christ's death according to the Scriptures...his burial (historical testimony)...his resurrection 

according to the Scriptures.

2. Christ's death ...never heard of a Christ like that...for our sins...instead of punishment....even that...according to the Scriptures...his burial (historical testimony)...his resurrection ...never happened before ...yet it is...

according to the Scriptures.

3. his appearance to Peter and the Twelve (not Judas Iscariot) including Matthias=witnesses from the beginning

4. more than 500 brothers at the same time= miraculous event=yet an event which has 500 witnesses

5. some have fallen asleep (shows that the risen Christ is not a prescription of no death, but more the revealation that he is the Christ prophesied and promised in the Scriptures)

6. James and to all the apostles (not the brothers mentioned in verses 6)

7. his appearance to Paul=to the one who was persecuting the church!!!

8. Jesus' grace on Paul= not only the appearance=most effective ministry than anyone including the 12=which testifies that the grace of God is mighty and effective and powerful

1 Cor. 15:12-34

Christ has indeed been raised from the dead.

1. 12-19. There is resurrection of the dead (=That is what  Christ's resurrection shows). 

          That means dead is not the end. Resurrection is= There is God=your sins are forgiven=those who have fallen asleep after they witnessed the risen Christ are not lost in death. They are in Christ. He became the end, not death=there is more than this life=that is the hope the risen Christ brought to us, to us who can not see beyond death.

2. 20-28. The first fruits which indicates that God will be all in all=in falling asleep of us, in enmity and hostility of many against Christ=in everything, favorable or hostile= God will be the Sovereign, that in all things God works good=God's glory will be revealed=in all things God will be glorified=in All things!!!=more than that. God will be all. no more need, no more lacking, fullness  and completeness. Not the Buddihistic idea of becoming one. Everything and everyone will keep their identity, their character, fierce animals will be fierce animals and the weaklings such as lamb or babies will be weak, for example= but there will be no hostility, no hatred, no harm. Only the name of our God and his glory will fill the universe and we be in them for the knowledge of God will cover the earth as water covers the sea. 

3. 29-34. Christ' resurrection is, in fact, a common sense knowledge which we already have and practice in the baptism for the dead= or in our case we pray for the dead.

1 Cor 15 Last section

confront the question of death

death is the evidence of the inevitability of resurrection

This happened also because of Christ's resurrection

4. 35-58. the truth is already here in the phenomenon of a seed becoming a plant= there certainly is death of seed in the process=but death is not the end=rather death is necessary for the new life to appear

But then how a dead seed becomes what each seed is supposed to be, such as wheat seed become wheat=God gives it a body 

The first fruits=in Christ all will be made alive (22)=he must reign until he has put all his enemies under his feet=God will be all in all
