JESUS PERFORMED THE FIRST OF HIS MIRACULOUS SIGNS SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1
John 2:1-25

Key Verse: 2:11

*  At the wedding in Cana (1-11)

1. 2:1-2. From when is the day of the wedding counted as the third day? What makes a wedding special for the couple as well as the guests? What made this wedding very special, historical, unforgettable, even eternal, and full of grace and truth?

2. 2:3. Why could running out of wine have been a problem in the wedding ceremony? How did Jesus’ mother involve herself in the situation? Why did she get involved with the problem of the wedding? Why did she tell Jesus about the problem? What do you learn from her?

3. 2:4. How did Jesus answer her? What is strange about his answer? What was Jesus saying to Mary in verse 4? Why did Jesus address Mary as “Dear woman” and not “mother” (ref. John 19:26,27)? What do you learn in Jesus’ attitude of respectful but firm separation of himself from Mary? What was he referring to by “my time”? Was he asking Mary to wait, simply refused to get involved, or did he mean something else? What do you learn in Jesus’ attitude of being watchful of “his time”?

4. 2:5. How did Jesus' mother prepare the servants? What is strange about her instruction? What did she mean? What do you learn from her attitude?

5. 2:6-8. What were the water jars used for in the house? What did Jesus tell the servants to do first? What did the servants do? What did Jesus tell the servants to do next? What did they do? What do you learn from the servants?

6. 2:9-10. What did the banquet master taste? What did he not know? What was his comment on the water that had been turned into wine? In what way does his comment provide the credibility of this event?

7. 2:11. What is the author’s comment on the event? How many signs are recorded in John’s gospel? (ref. 2:1-11; 4:46-50;  5:1-47;  6:1-14; 6:15-21; 9:1-41; 11:1-4; 21:1-14) What is the common characteristic shared by the eight “signs” in John’s gospel? What does the author testify to us by using the word “signs” instead of “miracles” or “wonders” (ref. Ac 2:22)?

8. 2:11. What is the glory which Jesus revealed in this event? What was the response of the disciples to the miraculous sign? What do you learn from the disciples?

*  At the temple in Jerusalem (2:12-23)

9. 2:12. What did Jesus do after he had performed the first of his miraculous signs at the wedding in Cana? What do you learn in Jesus’ attitude of staying in Capernaum? (ref. 2:4)

10. 2:13-16. Why did Jesus go to Jerusalem? Why did the author call the Passover the “Jewish” Passover? What did Jesus find in the temple courts? What did Jesus do in the temple? What did he say? What was the necessity of the business activities in the temple courts? What did Jesus mean that they turned his Father’s house into a market? 

11. 2:17. What was the response of the disciples? What was the unique place the temple had in the life of the Jewish people? (2Ch 7:12-16) What did Jesus reveal in his rebuke and in his violent actions according to the disciples’ response?

12. 2:18-22. What did the Jewish leaders then demand of Jesus? What did they mean? What was Jesus’ answer? How did the Jewish leaders understand Jesus’ words? What did Jesus mean according to the author? (21) When and how did the disciples later recall Jesus’ answer? What effect did Jesus’ answer have on them as they recalled his words? (22)

13. 2:16, 19-22. What does it mean that the disciples “believed the Scriptures and the words that Jesus had spoken”? What do you learn in verse 22 that all the questions regarding the temple and the practice of temple worship were resolved in their belief? (ref. Jn 14:23) How did the resurrection of Jesus from the dead affect their belief? 

14. Did the disciples understand Jesus’ answer in 2:19 at the time? What did they experience between this time and Jesus’ resurrection? What do you learn from their attitude of recalling Jesus’ words after his resurrection from the dead? What was the foundation of the disciples' faith? What is the author testifying to us by recalling the word of Jesus which created faith in the disciples?

15. 2:23-25. What caused the many people at the Passover Feast to believe in Jesus? Why did Jesus not entrust himself to the believers according to verse 24? What is your understanding of the author’s explanation in verse 25 of Jesus’ discriminating attitude?
