Key Verses: 4:26
*  Jesus speaks with a thirsty Samaritan woman (1-30)

1. vv. 1-3. Where had Jesus been? Why did Jesus go back to Galilee? What does his move mean? What do you learn of Jesus here?
2. vv. 4-6. What do the words “had to” tell us about Jesus’ trip through Samaria? How was Samaria related to Jacob and to the Jewish people? (ref. Ez 4:1-24; Neh 2:19, 4:1-23, 6:1-14, 12:10-11, 13:28) What was Jesus’ physical condition? What is special about the time? What do you learn of Jesus here?
3. vv. 7-10. Who came to the well? What did Jesus ask her? Where had the disciples gone? How did the woman respond to Jesus’ request? What do we learn from her words about Jesus’ request for a drink?  What was Jesus’ answer to the woman’s objectionable reply? How would the woman act differently if she knew the gift of God and who Jesus was? What could be “the gift of God”? (ref. Ro 6:23) What is knowing the gift of God that would have enabled the woman to ask for living water? According to Jesus’ answer, why did he ask the woman for a drink? What do you learn of Jesus who offered living water to the Samaritan woman?
4. vv. 11-14. How did her attitude change toward Jesus? (cf. v. 9) What question did she raise in light of Jesus’ offer? What do you learn from her claim of Jacob as her ancestor? What do you learn from her recognition of Jacob’s greatness for his gift of the well to his posterity? What was Jesus’ answer to her? In his answer, to what did Jesus call her attention?  What difference does the water which Jesus gives bring to a man who drinks it? How could that happen? (cf. v. 10) What is the “thirst” of which Jesus speaks? What do you learn from the teaching that eternal life is the answer to this thirst?

5. vv. 15-18. How did the woman respond to Jesus’ promise of the water in verse 14? How did her attitude toward Jesus change? At her request for the water, what did Jesus tell her to do? In light of Jesus’ exposure of her marital status, what could have been the truth of the thirst in her life? (ref. Gen 3:16). How did she respond? What did Jesus say about her response? Why do you think he said she was right and true? What do you learn of Jesus here?
6. vv. 19-24. How did she address Jesus now? What issue did she raise by asking about the place of worship? (ref. the mountain refers to Mt. Gerizim: Dt. 27:1-8; 27:9-28:68; Jos 8:30-35) What did Jesus declare in verse 21 in response to her? What has been the real difference between the worship of the Jews and the Samaritans? (22) What does Jesus teach in verses 23 and 24 about the difference between true worship and the worship of the Jews or of the Samaritans? What does he mean by saying that “the time is coming and has now come”?  What does he mean that “God is spirit”? What is to “worship in spirit and in truth” in light of Jesus’ teaching in verses 21-24?
7. vv. 25-26.  Now what did the woman say to Jesus? What did she mean? What did Jesus declare then? What did Jesus mean? (ref. v. 10)

8. vv. 27-30. How did the disciples react to Jesus talking with a woman? What did the woman do after she heard Jesus? What happened as a result of her action?
*  Jesus speaks with the hungry disciples (31-38)

9. vv. 31-38. Meanwhile, what did the disciples urge Jesus to do? What reason did Jesus give for not eating the food they had brought? What was his food? (34) How did God express his will? (34) In light of Jesus’ teaching in verses 34-38, what has God been doing in Samaria as well as in Judea? What is the truth of all things, including the Samaritan woman’s personal story, as well as her nation, according to Jesus’ teaching in verses 34-38? Who can be the reaper in verse 36? What are his wages? What is the crop which the reaper harvests for eternal life? Why are the sower and the reaper glad together at the harvest? What is revealed by Jesus’ coming according to verse 37? For what did Jesus send his disciples? (38; cf. v. 8) What did God and the Son sow? What was their hard work? What was the benefit which the disciples had reaped?

*  Jesus creates faith in the royal official (39-54)
10. vv. 39-42. What initially helped the Samaritans to believe in Jesus? What does this tell us about the importance of one changed life? So what request did they make of Jesus? How did the basis of their belief change? What confession did the Samaritans make about Jesus as a result? What do they mean? How did they know the truth? What do we learn from their experience of knowing that Jesus really is the Savior of the world? What do we learn from what they said in verse 42 and what the woman said in verse 39?
11. vv. 43-48. What did Jesus do for two days? Where did Jesus go afterwards? Why did he go back to Galilee? What was the response of the Galileans? Why did they welcome him? Where in Galilee did Jesus visit? What had he done there? Who came to Jesus in Cana? How did Jesus respond to this man’s request? (48) Why do you think he said that? What do you learn from his words in verse 48? What do you learn of Jesus here? (cf. v. 44) 
12. vv. 49-54. What did the royal official request of Jesus? What was Jesus’ reply? In what way was Jesus’ reply not satisfactory to the royal official? How did the man show his faith in Jesus’ promise? What news did the royal official hear on his way home? What was his first response to this news? (52) Why did he ask the time? What do you learn from the royal official? What did the father realize? (53) What effect did this experience have on him and his household? How did the man’s faith progress? (cf. v. 47, 50b, 53) What do you learn from the growth of his faith? In light of verse 54, why do you think Jesus helped the royal official that way? What do you learn of Jesus? (cf. v. 44)
