JESUS GIVES LIFE

 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1John 5:1-47

Key verse: 5:24

1. vv. 1-6. According to verse 1, for what reason did Jesus go to Jerusalem again? Where did he visit during the feast? What was the place known for? To whom among the disabled did Jesus speak? What did Jesus ask the man? Why do you think Jesus asked the question? What do you learn of Jesus here?

2. vv. 7, 8a. What was the man’s answer? What did Jesus say to the man? What happened when the man heard Jesus? What do you learn of Jesus here? 

3. vv. 8b-13. When did the healing of the invalid take place? So, what did the Jews say to the man who had been healed? What did the man tell them? What did he mean? How did the Jews respond to the man’s testimony? What did they see? What did they fail to recognize? Why did they fail to recognize Jesus? Why didn’t the man know Jesus? Why do you think Jesus slipped away after he had healed the man? What do you learn of Jesus here?

4. vv. 14,15. Where did Jesus find the man this time? What did Jesus warn the man? What do you learn from his warning? What happened because Jesus revealed himself to the man who had been healed? What do you learn of Jesus here?

5. vv. 16-18. What did Jesus answer to the Jews who accused him of violating the Sabbath law? Why did the Jews want to kill Jesus all the more? What do you learn from their reaction? What do you learn of Jesus here?

6. vv. 19-23. What did Jesus mean that “the Son can do nothing by himself”? How could Jesus do what the Father does according to verses 19b and 20a? What do you learn of Jesus in verses 19 and 20a? What were “these” things which Jesus referred to in verse 20b?  SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1What could be the greater things which the Father would show the Son? According to verse 21, on what ground could men expect of Jesus even greater things than “these”? What more had the Father entrusted to the Son? For what purpose did the Father entrust all judgment to the Son? What does it mean that the Father entrusted all judgment to the Son according to verse 23b?

7. vv. 24-29. (Remember that Jesus is answering the Jews who rejected his claim as the Son of God. Also take note of the tense in verse 24). What happens to a person who hears Jesus’ word and believes the one who sent him? What does Jesus mean that this person “has crossed over from death to life”? What did Jesus prophesy in verse 25 to elaborate the truth stated in verse 24? What is testified of the Son according to Jesus’ conclusive words in verse 26? According to verse 27, what else is given to Jesus, the Son of God, because he is the Son of Man? What does the truth of the Son of Man mean to all who are in their graves?

8. vv. 30-35. What does Jesus mean that by himself he could do nothing? Why is Jesus’ judgment just? What does he mean that his judgment is just? Who testified in favor of Jesus? Why did Jesus mention John the Baptist’s testimony? How had John the Baptist testified to the truth?

9. vv. 36-39. What is the weightier testimony about Jesus than that of John? What does his work testify? What is “the work” which Jesus refers to in verse 36? How does the Father testify concerning Jesus according to verses 37-39? Why did the Jews diligently study the Scriptures? What went wrong with them? What do we learn from the example of their failure? What does it mean to come to Jesus in the study of the Bible?

10. vv. 41-47. Why did Jesus rebuke their rejection of him even though he does not accept their praises? How does Jesus prove in verse 43 that they did not have the love of God in their hearts? According to Jesus’ teaching in verse 44, what happens when a person does not have the love of God in his heart? How will Moses accuse them? When and how did he write about Jesus? (ref. Ge 3:15; 12:2; Jn 8:56; Ex 12:7,13; 24; etc.) How can we believe what Jesus says in the Bible?
