JESUS HEALS A MAN BLIND FROM BIRTH

John 9:1-41

Key verse: 9:39

*  To display the work of God (1-5)

1. vv. 1-3. What did the disciples presuppose about the man blind from birth? What was the basis of Jesus’ knowledge regarding the man’s misery?

2. vv. 4-5. What was the point of Jesus’ answer to the disciples? What is the “day” and what is the “night” in view of verses 3-5? What did Jesus mean in verse 5? What is the first step which the disciples must take to do “the work of God”?

*  One thing I do know (6-34)

3. vv. 6-12. How did Jesus heal the man blind from birth? What was the neighbors’ reaction to the miraculous healing? How did the man testify to them? What did he know? What didn’t he know?

4. vv. 13-17. To whom did the neighbors bring the man? Why were the Pharisees interested in “how” rather than “what” the truth of the man receiving sight meant? Why were their opinions about Jesus divided? What did the man say about Jesus?

5. vv. 18-23. Why did the Jews question the man’s parents? What did the parents say? Why did the parents tell the investigators to ask their son?

6. vv. 24-25. How did the Pharisees summon the man the second time? How did the man reply? What is the one thing he knew? What do you learn from his answer? Who else in the Bible had a similar faith? (ref. 1 Co 15:9,10a; 1 Pe 2:25)
7. vv. 26-34. What question did they keep on asking the man? Why did they throw him out? What did the man learn of Jesus through the experience?
*  Do you believe in the Son of Man? (35-41)

8. vv. 35-38. What did Jesus ask the now excommunicated man? How was the question of help for him? What did the man say in response to Jesus’ question? What did Jesus tell the man? What was the result? What do you learn in Jesus’ question to the man in verse 35?

9. vv. 39-41. What was Jesus’ comment when the man worshiped him? What did the Pharisees protest? What was Jesus’ answer? What do you learn from Jesus’ answer? According to his comment, why did Jesus heal the man blind from birth?
