JESUS, THE RESURRECTION AND THE LIFE

John 11:1-57

Key Verse: 11:25, 26 

*  This sickness will not end in death (1-16)
1. vv. 1-3. When did the events in this passage occur? (ref. 10:22; 11:55)  Who was Lazarus and how was he related to Jesus? (ref. Lk. 10:38-40)  How sick was Lazarus? (ref. 11:17)  Why did the sisters inform Jesus of Lazarus’ condition?

2. vv. 4-6. What did Jesus know about Lazarus’ sickness? What did Jesus do? In light of verses 4-6, why might Jesus have delayed his trip to Bethany for two days? What did Jesus reveal in his words and in his deed?
3. vv. 7-16. What did the disciples remind Jesus of when he finally was going back to see Lazarus? What did Jesus teach them in his answer? What did he add in verse 11? What did the disciples say in reply? According to verse 13, why did they reply that way? What did he teach them in verses 14, 15? How did Thomas understand Jesus’ intent on going back to Judea? What was the difference between Thomas’ courage to be loyal to the point of death and what Jesus taught in verses 7-15?
*  I am the resurrection and the life (17-37)

4. vv. 17-28. What did Jesus find in Bethany? How did the sisters greet Jesus? What did Jesus say to Martha? How did Martha answer? What did Jesus teach her in verses 25, 26? What was the difference between Martha's idea of resurrection and Jesus’ teaching? How did Martha interpret Jesus’ teaching and answer him? 
5. vv. 29-35. How and where did Mary meet Jesus? Why did the Jews accompany Mary? Why did Mary and the Jews weep? What does it mean that Jesus “was deeply moved in spirit and troubled”? Why did he weep? Why was he so troubled in spirit and even wept if he could raise Lazarus, if he was the resurrection and the life?

6. vv. 36-40. How did the Jews react when they saw Jesus weeping? What motivated Jesus to come to the tomb when he was filled with groans of the spirit and deep emotion? What does verse 38a, then, tell us of Jesus? What did Jesus tell the people to do? Why was Martha hesitant to remove the stone? Why did Jesus ask Martha to take away the stone according to his teaching in verse 40?
7. vv. 41-44. When they took away the stone, what did Jesus say in prayer? Why did he pray in public? (ref. Matt 6:5-6)  What did Jesus pray for when his disciples and his friends took away the stone? What do you learn from Jesus’ words of relating the act of taking away the stone with the belief that God sent Jesus? What did he mean that the belief is the benefit? What did Jesus do next? How did Jesus care for Lazarus who came out of the tomb? What will happen to Lazarus if people do not help him to take off the grave clothes?

8. vv. 45-57. What was the impact of the sign of raising Lazarus from the dead? Why did the wonderful sign make the chief priests and the Pharisees rather anxious than believe? What was the solution which Caiaphas, the high priest of that year, brought up to deal with the possible political unrest?  What was the author’s interpretation of the cunning idea of Caiaphas? How did the truth influence the Jewish religious leaders and Jesus according to verses 53-54? How did the truth of Jesus’ death influence the public according to verses 55-57? (ref. 51, 52)
