John 13:1-38

Key Verse: 13:34


*  Jesus washes his disciples’ feet (1-11)

1. v. 1. What was Jesus aware of at the time of the Passover? What did he do? What do you learn of Jesus here? (ref. Heb 13:8; Rev 1:8) 

2. vv. 2-5. What was going on in secret at the Passover dinner? What did Jesus know about the devil’s secret scheme of betrayal according to verse 3? What is the difference of Jesus’ understanding of the situation and the plot of betrayal described in verse 2? In what way can you agree with Jesus’ understanding of the betrayal? What do you learn from Jesus’ knowledge of the truth of the betrayal? 

3. vv. 4-5. What did Jesus do because he knew God’s will? What does Jesus’ knowledge of God’s will have to do with his act of washing the disciples’ feet? 

4. vv. 6-11. How did Peter react initially? What did Jesus prophesy in verse 7? What did Jesus warn Peter when the disciple refused him? What prompted Peter to ask for full bath service? What did Jesus teach Peter? What did he mean?

*  The meaning (12-30)

5. vv. 12-17. What did Jesus teach regarding his act of washing their feet? Why does Jesus’ example of washing their feet mean set up as mandatory the disciples washing each other’s feet? What is the promised blessing?

6. vv. 18-21. What was the truth of Judas’ betrayal according to verse 18? Why did Jesus speak of the betrayal in advance? How does Jesus teach in verse 20 the meaning of his claim, “I am He”? What did Jesus experience when he spoke of the betrayal? What is it that he was troubled in spirit? What do you learn of Jesus in verses 18-21? 

7. vv. 22-26. How did the disciples react to Jesus’ prediction of betrayal? How did Jesus answer the question? What did Jesus mean by giving Judas the piece of bread? (ref. Jn 6:35,51,54). 

8. vv. 27-30. What happened when Judas took the bread? What does it mean? What did Jesus tell Judas? Why had no one understood what was going on? How did Judas act when he took the bread? 

*  Love one another (31-38)

9. vv. 31-32. What did Jesus teach his disciples when Judas was gone? What do you learn from his teaching in verses 31-32?

10. vv. 33-35. How did Jesus address his disciples? What will happen to them? What new command did Jesus give them? How must they love one another? (ref. 1Jn 3:16) Why must the disciples love one another? 

11. vv. 36-38. What did Peter ask? What was Jesus’ answer? How did Peter respond to Jesus? How did Jesus show the full extent of his love for Peter? (ref. 1Pe 2:21-25).
