JESUS ARRESTED AND TRIED

John 18:1-40
Key Verse: 18:11 


*  Jesus arrested (18:1-14)

1. vv. 1-9. Where had Jesus and his disciples been? Where did they go? Why did Jesus go there according to verse 4? Why did Judas come to this place? Who came with Judas? How did Jesus allow them to arrest him? What do you learn of Jesus here? What is the author’s interpretation of this event? What is the significance of this event according to his interpretation?
2. vv. 10-14. How did Peter react in this situation? What did Jesus say to Peter at this time? What did Jesus mean? What does the author tell us of Jesus by using the word “command” here? What is the difference/similarity between him and Gandhi? What happened as a result of Jesus’ obedience to the Father? Where was Jesus taken? What can you learn here about the Jewish high priesthood of the time? What is the significance of Caiaphas’ involvement in Jesus’ arrest?
*  Jesus tried before the high priest (18:15-27)

3. vv. 15-18.  What did Peter do when Jesus was taken away? How could he enter the high priest’s courtyard where Jesus was tried? What was the risk Peter met in that hostile place? How did he survive?
4. vv. 19-24. How did the high priest open the inquisition? What did Jesus mean in his answer to them? Why did the official strike Jesus in the face? Why did he demand Jesus to show respect to the high priest? What did Jesus reply to the demand? What did Jesus mean? What did Annas do at hearing Jesus’ reply? What do these verses tell us of the trial before the high priest?
5. vv. 25-27. While Jesus was taken from the house of Annas to Caiaphas’, what happened to Peter? How was Jesus involved in the embarrassing and awkward experience of Peter?
*  Jesus tried before Pilate (18:28-40)

6. vv. 28-32. Find the reason why the Jews took Jesus to Pilate in verses 28-31. What is revealed in the development of the situation that led to Jesus’ trial before Pilate according to the author’s interpretation in verse 32? What kind of death did Jesus die according to the testimony in these verses?
7. vv. 33-36. With what question did Pilate open his investigation of Jesus’ case? What did Jesus ask him? What is of importance if the question was Pilate’s own idea? What do you learn of Jesus in his counter question in verse 34? How did Pilate evade Jesus’ question? What do you learn of his attitude? What could have been Jesus’ answer to him? What did Jesus teach him instead of answering his inquiry? What did Jesus mean? What do you learn of Jesus here?

8. vv, 37-40. What was Pilate’s objective conclusion of Jesus’ statement? What was Jesus’ answer? What could have Jesus’ answer meant to Pilate? How did Pilate respond to Jesus’ answer of truth? What was truth to him? Instead of listening to Jesus, what did he attempt to do?  How was his attempt to be fair blocked? What is truth to you?
9. Review Jesus’ arrest and trial, name those who were involved, and describe how each of them was involved. Speak of how Jesus dealt with each of them in each situation. What do you learn of Jesus in his arrest and trials? What is the relevance of Jesus’ suffering to us?
