*  Jesus appears to his disciples (19-23)

5. vv. 19-23. When and how did Jesus appear to his disciples? Why did he show them his hands and side? What was their response? What assignment did Jesus give them? What did he give them for the mission?  What is the commission according to Jesus’ words in verse 23? 
*  Jesus appears to Thomas (24-31) 

6. vv. 24-29.  Why did Thomas refuse to believe the news of Jesus’ resurrection? How did Jesus help Thomas to believe? What was Thomas' confession? What did he mean? Why was he so moved by Jesus' wounds? What did Jesus mean in verse 29?
7. vv. 30-31. What else did Jesus do to help his disciples to believe? Why did the author not record all of the miracles? (ref. 21:25) Why did he limit his writing to the experiences of Mary Magdalene, Thomas and the group of disciples?
