BE PATIENT UNTIL THE LORD’S COMING

James 5:1-20

Key Verse 5:7

· A Warning to the Wealthy (1-6)

1. Read verse1. Who is James speaking to here? (cf 2:2,6). What does he tell them to do? Why should they weep? 

2. Read verses 2-6. Verses 2-3a tell examples of fine things turning bad. Of what is James warning here? What will these degrading objects of wealth do? (3b). What is wrong with hoarding wealth? What else did James speak against the wealthy? What do you learn here?

· Be Patient and Stand Firm (7-12)

3. Read verses 7-9. So what should Christians do in the midst of their suffering? (7). What does it mean to be patient? (7b, 8) How can we show our patience? (9a) Why does James tell us to be patient? (9b). What do we learn here?

4. Read verses 10 and 11. What example does James give to teach us how to be patient? (10). How were they models of patience? What do we learn from them? What is the example James give to teach us to persevere? How was Job an example of perseverance? What can we learn from Job?

5. Read verse 12. What admonition does James give here? Rather, what should we do? Why?

· Prayer and Faith (13-20)

6. Read verses 13-16. Who is James speaking to here? (13,14) What should those do who find themselves in these situations? How does James testify to the power of prayer? (15) So what should we do? (16) Why?

7. Read verses 17 and 18. What do we learn from the example of Elijah?

8. Read verses 19 and 20. Who might those who “wander from the truth” be? What would James have us do with them? What would be the result? How is this related to prayer and faith?
