Acts 8:1 – 9:31

Key Verse: 9:31 
1. What happened after Stephen’s martyrdom? How did the response of the believers differ from Saul’s? What do you learn here?

2. What did the disciples leave behind when they fled Jerusalem? What did they take with them? Who was Philip and where did he go? What was the core of his message? How could he preach the gospel when he was on the run? Why was it significant that the Samaritans accepted the gospel?

3. Who was Simon and what was his profession? How did Philip manage to convince everyone to follow him instead of Simon? What happened when the apostles heard that Samaria had accepted the word of God? What did Simon request and what did Peter tell him? What do you learn here?

4. Where did Philip go after this? Why was the Ethiopian coming back from Jerusalem? What did Philip tell him? What did the Ethiopian request? What happened after this? How could the Ethiopian rejoice when he never got to see Philip again?

5. Who was Saul? Why was he going to Damascus? What happened on the way? Compare the difference between Saul and the people with him (what effect did this event have on each person’s life)? What do you learn here? What did the risen Jesus tell Saul? 

6. Who was Ananias? What did the Lord tell him? Why did Ananias resist God’s will when he was a disciple?

7. What did Paul do after his conversion? How could he preach so quickly? What did Paul depend on (Galatians chapter 1)? What happened to Paul in Damascus? What did he do? Why wouldn’t the disciples accept Paul? What happened after Paul left Jerusalem? What do you learn about the Holy Spirit through this passage?
