4. 1:40-45.  What did the man with leprosy do?  What compassion did Jesus show to the leper?  Why did Jesus give him this strong warning? What happened to Jesus when the man spread the news? 

5. 2:1-5.  Where did Jesus go and how was he received? (2:1-2)  How did he preach the word to them?  What did some men do? (3-4) What faith did Jesus see in their actions?  What did Jesus say when he saw the men’s faith?  What do his words mean? 

6. 2:6:12.  What problem arose in the minds of teachers of the law? (6-7)  How did Jesus challenge them and their godless thinking? (8)  Why had Jesus said, “Son, your sins are forgiven,” to the paralytic? (9-10)  How did Jesus demonstrate his authority to forgive sins? (10-12)  What does this message and demonstration mean? 

7. 2:13-17.  Where did Jesus go and what did he do? (13-14)  Why did Jesus tell Levi, a well-known sinner, to follow him?  Who came to eat with Jesus and why? (15)  What question did the teachers of the law bring up? (16)  What is Jesus’ truth about eating with sinners? (17)
