Mark Lesson 3
Mark 2:18-3:35

1. vs. 18-22. What did some people ask Jesus? Why might John’s disciples and the Pharisees have been fasting? How did Jesus answer? Who is the bridegroom? What did Jesus teach about the bridegroom? (20) How is Jesus’ teaching in 21-22 related to verse 20? 

2. vs. 23-28. What did Jesus’ disciples do one Sabbath? Of what did the Pharisees accuse them? What did Jesus teach them through the account of David?  What did Jesus conclude in verses 27 and 28? How does this address the Pharisee’s accusation? 

3. vs. 1-6. Where did Jesus go on another Sabbath? Why was Jesus watched closely? What did Jesus tell the man with a shriveled hand to do? What did he teach them about the Sabbath? What did Jesus do when he was angry and deeply distressed at their silence and stubborn hearts? What is the truth of the bridegroom that is revealed from the response of the Pharisees? 

4. vs. 7-12.  What did Jesus do and what happened? (7)  What is the significance that people from outside of Galilee were coming to Jesus? (8)  What did Jesus then do and why? What do you learn about Jesus’ ministry from this account? 

5. vs. 13-19.  Where did Jesus go next and why? (13)  What is the significance that he appointed twelve, designating them apostles? (14, 15, ref. 2:19)  Who are the twelve and why are some given different names? (16-19)  What is revealed in the fact that Jesus chose Judas, who would betray him, as one of his apostles? 

6. vs.  20-30.  Where did Jesus go after this and what happened? (20)  What did Jesus’ own family and the teachers of the law think of Jesus and why? (21, 22)  What was Jesus’ reply? (23-27)  What is Jesus teaching through this parable?  Why is the accusation by the teachers of the law so serious? (28-30) 

7. vs. 31-35.  What happened after Jesus taught the parable? (31, 32)  What did Jesus reveal? (33-35)  What is doing God’s will? Why does Jesus consider those who do God’s will as his family?  What does this teaching reveal about Jesus, the Bridegroom?
